TIMING

Apply to stems pre senescence

Spring and summer flushes

Apply as early as possible in growing season,

as long as there is sufficient leaf cover

Split applications throughout the season

Apply at 86% ground cover or at onset of rapid

stem extension

10-14 days after transplanting or emergence

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

MIXING AND SPRAYING

Before use, shake the container thoroughly. Fill tank to 3/4. Add Megamag

Liquid while agitating.Top up with water and agitate continuously while spray-

ing. Do not apply during extreme climatic conditions ie. very hot, very cold,

frost or rain, or when there is a prediction of frost or rain.

COMPATIBILITY

STORAGE AND DISPOSAL

Store in the closed, original container, in a well-ventilated area as cool as pos-

sible. Protect from frost. Do not store for prolonged period in direct sunlight.

Triple rinse containers before disposal and add hosings to tank mix or dispose

of rinsate in a disposal pit away from desirable plants and their roots and

watercourses.
