GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

MIXING AND SPRAYING

Shake the container thoroughly before use. Pour through the

filter into the tank three quarters filled with water, whilst agitat-

ing.Top up with water and continue to agitate until spraying is

completed.

PRECAUTIONS

Avoid application under extremes of climate eg. Rapid drying

conditions, extremely slow drying conditions, frost rain or when

frost or rain are anticvipated

RUTEC products are widely compatible with many agrichemi-

cals.

STORAGE AND DISPOSAL

Store in the closed original container, in a well-ventilated area

as cool as possible. Protect from frost. Do not store for pro-

longed periods in direct sunlight.

Triple rinse containers before disposal and add hosings to tank

mix or dispose of rinsate in a disposal pit away from desirable

plants, their roots and watercourses.

On-site disposal of undiluted chemicals is unacceptable.

Destroy empty containers by breaking, crushing or puncturing

them. Dispose of the containers at a local authority landfill that

does not burn its refuse. If there is no local authority landfill

readily  available in your area, bury the containers to a depth of

500mm or more at a licenced/approved disposal site.

SPILLAGE

Hose small spillage (less than 1 litre of concentrate) away with

a large excess of water.

Deficiency is more likely to occur in sandy

soils than in clay soils, and in many coastal

areas.

RUTEC PK 10-25 can be applied either as a

foliar spray or direct to the soil or pasture.

APPLICATION RATES

Field crops and pastures 1-2L/ha, 100-250ml

in 100L water. Allow for 3 or 4 applications 7-

14 days apart.
